Rural libraries of Cherkasy region:
Assistance to community and present-day challenges

Good afternoon! I am elated to see and greet everyone! Firstly, I would like to
thank the organizers of the symposium, the School of Information of San Jose State
University, for the invitation and for the opportunity to demonstrate once again the
work of libraries and living of residents in towns of Cherkasy region today. Thank
you very much for your unwavering support! We have prepared a video with
subtitles, which, I ponder, will provide a better impression of rural libraries, therefore
my presentation will be brief.

First, let's have some statistics here.

Cherkasy region entails 4 districts and 66 territorial communities: 16 urban, 10
rural, and 40 village. The network of libraries in Cherkasy region within the system
of the Ministry of Culture and Information Policy of Ukraine includes 646 libraries.
Of these, the vast majority (575) are rural libraries, i.e., located in small settlements.
After the territorial reform that took place before the war, rural libraries are now run
by territorial communities. They decide how the libraries will operate and choose the
model of library functioning that best meets the needs of the community.

In Cherkasy region, the majority of functioning models are as follows:
- A public library with branches.

There are also:

- Rural library - a structural unit of the Center for Culture and Leisure;

- A separate rural library;

- A library point;

- Public-school library (rare cases).

The Regional Universal Scientific Library is a scientific and methodological
center for libraries of all levels in the region: it studies, analyzes the activities of
libraries, monitors, advises and coordinates, compiles state statistical reports, and
provides comprehensive methodological assistance to libraries of all departments.



Obviously, there is a war going on in Ukraine, which has a great impact on all
spheres of life, so libraries in some communities, unfortunately, operate considering
the security situation and financial support. However, in the majority of communities
in Cherkasy region, the leaders realize how crucial a library is for their community,
especially during the war, and support its functioning. After all, today public libraries
are practically the only publicly accessible support space where one can get free
traditional information services, free internet, as well as legal and psychological
support.

During previous symposiums, [ provided examples of how the priorities of
libraries have changed, in particular, that rural libraries today are a point of
distribution of humanitarian aid, a point of invincibility with shelter in case of air
raids, a volunteer center, assistance and accommodation of internally displaced
persons from the regions where military operations are ongoing. However, the main
function of a rural library being a space for work, communication, recreation, and
study remains relevant today. Therefore, the state of a rural library is a telling
example of the development of the community itself. The main question is what kind
of library is there in the countryside, is it filled with content, does it have resources,
are there books, newspapers, PCs with Internet access?

A librarian plays a major role in this, as they have to teach people how to use the
Internet, for instance convince a granny that it is enough to visit the rural library and
get some counseling from the Pension Fund via Skype, register her personal e-mail
account for correspondence with her relatives, submit meter readings and pay for gas
and electricity, etc. Rural librarians are now conducting such trainings. We have
many registered digital education hubs based in rural libraries that have computers.
So librarians teach older people how to use computers and phones.

I would also like to provide an example of volunteer work, in particular, in the
Irkliyiv community of Zolotonosha district. There the head of the public library,
Valentyna Kolesnikova, has been uniting community residents and farmers around
the library since the first days of the full-scale invasion, creating a public organization
and constantly helping the Armed Forces of Ukraine, and delivering humanitarian aid
to the de-occupied villages of southern Ukraine. At the same time, she takes care of
libraries operating in the community.

I would like to highlight that the collections of rural libraries are extremely poor
today. According to the recommendations of the Ministry of Culture and Information
Policy of Ukraine, more than 1,000,000 copies of Russian publications were
withdrawn from the collections of public libraries in Cherkasy region during the war.
There have been very few or no new acquisitions during this time, while in small
villages there are children who want to read and learn, retirees, and internally
displaced persons for whom a paper book is both support and pleasure in these
difficult times. If we are talking about a modern rural library today, it may be a small
room, yet it should have a shelf of new literature for both children and adults.



Today, rural libraries in Cherkasy Oblast are going through tough times:
extremely limited funding, insufficient salaries and logistical support, poor
acquisitions to the library collection, and cold, unheated premises. Nevertheless,
libraries operate, fulfilling their difficult social purpose. They act as a kind of
champion of the public's right to access information and remain centers of
preservation of national culture, folk traditions and customs, and the history of their
village.
