The State of Rural Libraries in the Boyarka Community

Slide 1

Good morning. Let me introduce myself. I'm Maryna Sokolova, head of
the city library branch for children No. 1 of the Boyarka Public Library of the
Boyarka City Council.

Slide 2

Our library is located in the Kyiv region in the picturesque town of
Boyarka near Kyiv. It is one of eleven libraries in the Boyarka community,
seven of which are rural. At the beginning of the full-scale invasion of the
Russian Federation on February 24, 2022, our municipal institution temporarily
ceased its activities, as there was a direct threat to the health and lives of our
employees, since the enemy was already on the territory of the Kyiv region.
However, thanks to our armed forces, we were able to reopen in April 2022.

Despite the constant shelling of our community and the Kyiv region in
general, our employees welcomed the public to their libraries. After all, we
realized that reading and books have a tremendous impact on boosting the
morale of our fellow citizens. Therefore, the librarians of our community started
working to support our people in such a difficult time for Ukraine. Despite the
constant threat to their lives, the librarians began to fulfill their professional



duties. The people who remained in our community needed moral support. So,
we realized that in addition to our professional duties, we had to support our
fellow citizens, so all the librarians in our community united in supporting our
fellow residents. Despite the constant air alerts, the librarians of our community
have served and continue to serve users.

Slide 3

The fall and winter of 2022-2023 were particularly difficult. The enemy
tried to destroy our power grid and plunge us into darkness and cold. But, even
in the absence of light, we continued to provide services, sometimes using
flashlights to help readers choose books. Another urgent problem was the lack
of available books to meet the needs of our users. After all, with the outbreak of
the war, we started writing off Russian-language literature that was no longer
relevant among our fellow citizens, and instead, the need for books written in
our native Ukrainian language increased.

Slide 4

I would like to express my gratitude to the School of Information of San
Jose State University and its representative Julia Gosart, who helped to raise
donations from students and faculty of the university, as well as to the American
Association for Library and Information Science Education. Thanks to this
invaluable help, our municipal library for children purchased a total of 187
books. Thus, the library's collection has been expanded with literature of
various genres for young readers, as well as children and teenagers. We are
grateful to our caring American colleagues who stepped up to support our
library in such a difficult time.

Slide 5

In our municipal institution "Boyarka Public Library" there are 11
libraries, 7 of which are rural. As a rule, it is small rural libraries that suffer the
most from the lack of a proper number of books. Their collection is outdated
and needs to be updated. So, when they started writing off outdated
Russian-language literature, which was no longer in demand among readers
even before the full-scale invasion, they faced the issue of updating their
collections with contemporary literature by Ukrainian and foreign authors. The
challenge 1s that numerous books are to be written off. So, the library shelves
are empty, and the funding is insufficient to update the collections. Libraries are
funded from the budget of the Boyarka territorial community, yet during the war
the community has more urgent needs, so funding for libraries is not a priority
now.

Rural libraries are particularly affected, as they have suffered before. In
fact, municipal libraries have always been prioritized since they served a larger
number of residents, so their collections were bigger. So, when the updating of



the collections began, it turned out that rural libraries, which already had small
collections, were left with virtually no essential literature. And it should be
emphasized that they serve the entire population, from children and students to
adults and the elderly. Meanwhile, there is a dramatic shortage of books. In
2023, the community budget allocated 59 thousand UAH (1500 USD) to
purchase books for 11 libraries. The top priority, of course, was the Boyarka
Public Library, which serves not only the town's residents, but also other
residents of our community. Rural libraries received an average of 10—15 books,
which does not meet their needs.

To illustrate the state of the libraries in our community, I will provide
examples of four libraries.

Slide 6

Rural library branch in Maliutianka village

The village of Maliutianka is located in a picturesque place, which was
very much loved and depicted in his 120 paintings by the brilliant Ukrainian
artist Mykola Pymonenko. As of 2020, the population was 1789 people. The
local library is housed in the museum dedicated to Pymonenko's works. Visitors
to the museum always make it to the library as well. These are foreign visitors,
as well as guests from different parts of Ukraine. The locals also frequent the
library.

Slide 7

So, the library's dream is to have a decent collection on its shelves.
Namely, the classics of Ukrainian literature, foreign literature, and works by
contemporary Ukrainian authors. There is a great shortage of books that are
studied in the school curriculum and are in constant demand. There is a demand
for fiction, historical and detective literature. Young readers want to grab some
comic books, children's detective stories, and books in English. As of January
01, 2023, the library's collection amounted to 7073 copies, including 6231
books. In 2022-2023, 250 books were written off, while the collection was
replenished by only 12 copies. This is, naturally, not enough, given that the
collection contains a lot of outdated and worn-out literature that needs to be
written off.

Slide 8

Rural library branch in Knyazhychi village

The population of the village is approximately 971 people, including 186
children. Approximately 500 locals use the library services. As of 01.01.2022,
the library's collection consisted of 3657 items, of which 3184 were books.
These were mostly outdated books from the Soviet period, many of which were
written in the language of the aggressor. In 2022-2023, 250 copies have been
withdrawn from the collection, while 13 have been added.



Slide 9

The library's collection is in dire need of updating. Readers are requesting
historical books, detective stories, fiction, and novels. Teenagers are constantly
asking for detective stories and adventure literature. For primary school
children, there is a lack of encyclopedias.

Slide 10

Rural library branch in Novosilky village

The population of the village is about 1500 people. Visitors to the library
are children, adults, and the elderly. However, the library's collection is very
poor, so there is no almost no choice of what to read, and as a result, the library
is losing its readers since it cannot offer anything new and fascinating. As of
January 01, 2022, the collection consisted of 4614 items, including 3490 books.
In 2022-2023, 978 copies were withdrawn, while only 11 were received. The
library lacks books from the school literature curriculum, children's books, such
as primers and other educational books for children. There is a demand for
contemporary Ukrainian and foreign literature. The library tries to attract as
many locals as possible to the library, however, without a sufficient number of
books, it is almost impossible to accomplish.

Slide 11

Rural library branch in Pereviz village

The population of Pereviz village is 220 inhabitants. Of these, 108 people
are library readers, including 21 children. As of 01.01.2022, the library's
collection amounted to 5154 items, including 5126 books. In 2022-2023, 1250
copies were withdrawn, while 11 copies were received by the library. The
collection is very worn out and needs to be updated. There are not enough books
by Ukrainian and foreign authors. The library is currently undergoing
renovation, so in addition to new books, the library needs more furniture.

Slide 12

The example of these libraries illustrates that small rural libraries suffer
from a lack of books. Their collections are usually very obsolete and worn out,
and need to be updated. For people from small towns, the library is almost the
only place where they can spend time, communicate and choose a book.
Therefore, we will be extremely grateful for any help. Thank you for your
attention.
