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Kherson region is a powerful agricultural region in the south of Ukraine.
The region's exceptionally good geographical location in the lower reaches of
the Dnipro River, at the crossroads of transport routes, with access to the Black
and Azov Seas, combined with favorable climatic conditions and rich human
potential, provided enormous opportunities for the development of the region.
The population of the 49 territorial communities totaled about one million
people.

As of January 01, 2022, the network of public libraries in the region consisted
of 386 public libraries, including 290 rural libraries.

The public libraries of Kherson region have proven to be powerful
educational, and information centers of their territorial communities. They also
carried out the work of upgrading the library space. In fact, libraries did a lot of
work to strengthen Ukrainian identity, popularize Ukrainian culture and history.
Many rural libraries successfully opened museums of folk life.

Libraries have launched their activities as ambassadors of digital
education for the residents of their communities. In July 2021, 56 rural libraries
received 190 computers as part of the national “Digital Education project”,
implemented jointly by the Ukrainian Library Association and the international
Favbet Foundation. As of the beginning of 2022, 65% of rural libraries owned
PCs. Library visitors had the opportunity to master modern digital technologies
in order to take advantage of their limitless possibilities, including digital
services provided by the state and financial institutions, etc.

Libraries were increasingly becoming centers of family recreation and
communication, whereas various clubs, hobby groups, etc. were organized in
our libraries.

Employees of rural libraries were constantly improving their skills at the
Regional Training Center. For example, just before the Russian full-scale
invasion, the Center hosted a three-day training for future trainers - rural
librarians from four territorial communities of Kherson region within the
framework of the project "Woman as Leader in Digital Space" (14-16 Feb.,
2022).



In March 2022, the implementation of the project "Libraries as
Educational Hubs" was to commence as part of the call for proposals
"Strengthening Community Resilience in Kherson Region" UNDP, which
involved the libraries of the Velyka Oleksandrivka, Skadovsk and Verkhni
Rohachi territorial communities.

Everything has changed since 02/24/2022. Since the end of February
2022, almost the entire region has been under Russian occupation.

The Russians immediately embarked on destroying Ukrainian culture,
and in fact, they tried to quickly turn the residents into Russians and force them
to reject Ukrainian identity.

Right-bank Kherson region.

Most rural librarians removed and hid Ukrainian symbols, books about
the Maidan, ATO heroes, and the history of Ukraine. On their own initiative,
librarians continued to secretly disseminate books, and no one forced them to do
so. The librarians and their readers organized a "horizontal" book exchange,
contacting the owners of small private family libraries. The need for reading
increased and served as a therapy for the terrible realities.

The Russian military was stationed in rural libraries. The occupiers turned
the libraries into a dumping ground: husks, empty bottles of alcohol, seeds,
alcohol again, used condoms and broken furniture to name a few as well as all
the chairs were simply smashed. Some windows were shot from the inside. The
book collection was mostly destroyed. All the computers, DVDs, heaters,
kettles, even disks with movies and cartoons are now stolen. Crafts, necklaces,
ribbon embroidery, bags, bracelets are also missing.

The libraries were also equipped with places for snipers. But this is not
the worst thing.

"When after soaking the dust and dirt came off the exhibition shirt, it
turned out that it was... covered in blood. It was as if it had been used to plug
wounds rather than wipe them..."

Locals told me that the library was used as a torture chamber. I didn't
believe them. I didn't want to believe it right away. But when I inspected and
cleaned it up, I didn't find any ropes, blood stains, torn clothes, or anything that
would remind me of imprisonment. Only two ties. And now I think: that's where
our other towels went. They must have used them to wipe the blood. It's scary...
Scarier than the bombing..." (from the page of the director of the Stanislav
Library, Olena Malyarenko, Facebook, 12/22/2022).

In March 2022, when the right-bank Kherson region was under
occupation, businesses and social institutions closed, volunteers came to the
rescue. Together with libraries as places of free access, they tried to reduce the
burden of war on people. Some of them, together with volunteers, organized
free humanitarian aid and food distribution in their premises. They prepared
meals for the people in need, large families, and the elderly. They delivered



humanitarian aid to the homes of low-income citizens, sparing no time and
effort.

Even in the terrible conditions of the occupation, they supported the
residents of their communities and tried to preserve Ukrainian culture and
identity.

In the Ingenerne rural library, one librarian created the Edelweiss
Volunteer Assistance Center trying to solve the problems of the local residents
as best she could: she purchased food for those who needed dietary food,
ordered from volunteers and personally purchased medicines for the residents of
the village, animal feed, etc., involving volunteers and those who cared from
other regions of the country.

On November 11, 2022, the Ukrainian Armed Forces liberated the
right-bank Kherson region from Russian occupation. Since then, this territory
has been under constant mortar, artillery, and MLRS shelling as well as missiles
and guided bombs strikes. The destruction of settlements, including libraries,
continues.

71% of rural libraries are heavily damaged or completely destroyed. Their
number has almost doubled in three months. Some libraries were shelled up to
four times. In some territorial communities, almost all libraries that came under
fire once were destroyed.

Almost all rural libraries have lost their resources, primarily computers.
This was noted during the monitoring in all liberated territorial communities.

In rural libraries, all publications (especially those in Ukrainian) were
completely or partially destroyed.

As of now, most rural librarians do not have any work (56% have their
employment terminated, 26% have their employment suspended).

Left-bank Kherson region.

Russia controls the entire left-bank part of the region, actively imposing
the "Russian world".

According to the military administrations of the left-bank Kherson region,
which are located on the territory controlled by Ukraine, rural libraries have not
been as damaged as those on the right-bank part. Only some libraries of
territorial communities have been destroyed as a result of provocative shelling
by the Russian military. Six rural libraries of Hola Prystan and six rural libraries
of Oleshky territorial communities were flooded as a result of the destruction of
the Kakhovka hydroelectric power station, and thus destroyed.

Russia has intensified the Russification of all spheres of life in the
left-bank part of the Kherson region. And the development of libraries is one of
the main projects of the Russian government in the field of education and
enlightenment in new regions (including the occupied territory of the region).

Russia i1s undoubtedly interested in libraries becoming a space for the
development of cultural life within the Russian identity. That is why huge funds
are being spent on the evolution of libraries, including rural ones, on the left



bank. This issue is overseen by the first deputy head of the Russian presidential
administration, Sergey Kiriyenko, who has wvisited libraries on several
occasions.

Libraries are being re-registered under Russian law. However, it should
be noted that the occupiers still fail to open all rural libraries in the occupied
territories. Currently, only 15% of libraries are open compared to the pre-war
level.

The destruction of Ukrainian publications in libraries is a sign of cultural
and ethnographic genocide. Pursuant to an order of the so-called “Ministry of
Culture of the Kherson region”, in accordance with the "Library
recommendations on processing the documents included in the federal list of
extremist materials," “The Ministry of Culture” together with “The Ministry of
Internal Affairs”, is checking library collections for extremist literature. These
are, first of all, modern publications on the history and culture of Ukraine in the
Ukrainian language, books about the ATO, the national liberation movement,
etc. This work is supervised by the regional branch of the United Russia party
(«Yedinaya Rossiyay).

Instead, publications in Russian with Russian propaganda narratives are
sent from various Russian regions, even Orthodox ones.

Libraries operating under Russian law hold propaganda events on
Russian historical dates.

Challenges of restoring libraries in Kherson region

The main challenges to the restoration of libraries on the right bank are
the ones connected with security, economy, and demographic situation.

Almost the entire territory of the right-bank Kherson region is classified
as a war zone (Order of the Ministry of Reintegration of the Temporarily
Occupied Territories of Ukraine No. 224 of 08.17.2023). It is impossible to
resume the activities of libraries, with only a few libraries being open.

The economic situation does not allow for the immediate restoration of
community libraries. There are practically no jobs in rural communities,
housing has been destroyed, etc. Territorial communities cannot restore their
libraries at the expense of their own budgets. There are only a few examples of
repairs to individual cultural centers, which also house libraries, with the help of
the "Side by Side" (“Plich-o-Plich”) initiative. It rebuilds settlements in the
liberated Kherson region at the expense of other regions of Ukraine.

As a result of the occupation, constant shelling after de-occupation, lack
of work and housing, the population has significantly decreased. Many of those,
who left for other safe regions of Ukraine and abroad, will never return. The
network of rural libraries will be significantly reduced, and it might be possible
that only one library will operate in a community.

Taking into account security issues, and despite the destruction of
buildings, collections, and theft of material assets, rural libraries in Kherson
region are reviving their activities in other (private houses, churches), and their



own renovated premises. The libraries solve the issue of obtaining new
Ukrainian literature through all-Ukrainian campaigns, meant to collect
publications for libraries in the de-occupied Kherson region.

Rural libraries in Kherson region have now become centers of
communication, psychological and emotional support for residents.

"After the occupation, the community residents became quite fearful and
very difficult to contact, which is not the case with children. They are happy to
come to the library" states Vira Antonova, head of the Department of Culture,
Tourism, Youth and Sports of the Chornobaivka Village Council.

Most rural libraries will not be able to resume their work, even in the
future, for various reasons (lack of premises, materials, funds, employees). This
is the reality. There are two ways to solve it. In the absence of working libraries,
the provision of library services is carried out by Oles Honchar Regional
Universal Scientific Library of Kherson, which uses a “bibliomobile” (mobile
library in a car), under a contract and with the financial support of the
authorities of the territorial community). Currently, this project has no financial
support.

The second option is to use the French IdeaBox project. There are already
10 such boxes in Ukraine:

- Lviv, Sensoteka

- Vinnytsia, youth center

- Bucha, at school

- “YaMariupol” centers in Kryvyi Rih, Kyiv, and Dnipro.

The professional status of library staff in rural libraries in the region has
deteriorated significantly. Therefore, the challenge is to organize training for
people who will come to work in libraries. The lack of regional advanced
training courses for cultural workers and the inability to organize in-person
training at the Regional Training Center of the Oles Honchar Regional
Universal Scientific Library of Kherson are both burning issues. To organize
distance learning, it is necessary to purchase and equip at least one community
library with a laptop. The Regional Training Center is also in need for a laptop
(since it has been stolen during the occupation).

This is just a small fraction of the materials, photo evidence of the
occupiers' crimes against the cultural sector of Ukraine, especially libraries, and
the courage of the employees. So, now one of the challenges is to document the
crimes, collect testimonies from librarians, etc. The initiators of these activities
are both Oles Honchar Regional Universal Scientific Library of Kherson and
rural libraries.

Librarians of Kherson region are working hard for the Victory, working
for their communities, despite constant shelling. We believe in the Armed
Forces of Ukraine, we believe that our sunny Kherson region will be liberated,
just like the rest of Ukraine.
